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Academic programmes
Director, East Asia Centre, University of Newcastle upon Tyne, UK  (1985-1988)

The East Asia Centre was established in 1985 to bring together research and teaching in the University of Newcastle upon Tyne related to China, Japan and Korea. Until 1987 it was funded entirely from extra-university funds. In that year, it received financial support as part of the British Government’s initiative to develop Asian Studies, and later became a joint centre of Durham and Newcastle Universities.

The Centre developed a BA in Politics and East Asian Studies. This was a four-year undergraduate honours degree, including background courses in social science; courses on East Asian politics and society; a specialization in either Chinese or Japanese studies; either Japanese or Chinese language; and a year of study in either China or Japan. Exchange and academic agreements were negotiated with Beijing Normal University, Taiyuan Teacher’s College, and Fukuoka University. 

In 1988 the Centre had some eight researchers and two administrative staff. It published its own monograph series with Manchester University Press, organised academic conferences, and developed its own library collection.

Chair, Asian Studies Programme, Murdoch University  (1988-90)

In 1988 the Asian Studies Programme had two sections - Southeast Asian Studies and Chinese Studies - nine members of staff and just over 100 EFTSU. By the beginning of 1991 it had developed new degree programs, added a Japanese section, grown to just under 400 EFTSU, and had twenty-seven staff. In addition, the three teaching sections had been joined by the Asia Research Centre on Social, Political and Economic Change, a special research centre of the Australian Research Council.

A BA in Asian & Business Studies was introduced in 1989. This was an undergraduate degree programme effectively replacing a double major in Asian Studies and Commerce, but which could be completed in three rather than three-and-a-half years. Students studied business, accountancy, and an Asian language, and took courses related to Asian societies and culture. It was recognised as a professional qualification for accountants.  

A Bachelor of Asian Studies was introduced in 1990. This was a four-year ordinary undergraduate qualification, with degrees in one of Chinese Studies, Japanese Studies or Southeast Asian Studies. In addition to learning an appropriate language, students pursued a discipline and both general and specific courses on Asian societies and cultures. An essential part of the Bachelor of Asian Studies was the Asia Language Year - a year of study spent in either China, Japan, Indonesia or Malaysia. The introduction of the Asia Language Year was made possible through the negotiation of exchange and academic agreements with Hangzhou University and Zhejiang University in China; and Himeji Dokkyo University and Konan University, in Japan. In 1991 the Asian Studies Programme was provided with a grant from the National Priority (Reserve) Fund in part to bring its experience with the its four-year undergraduate program, and particularly the Asia Language Year, to the attention of other Australian universities. The experience of Murdoch University with the Asia Language Year led to similar programs at the ANU, UWA, University of Adelaide, University of Melbourne, and Monash University.

A Postgraduate Diploma in Asian Language Education was introduced in 1990. Designed to meet the need for increased numbers of language teachers in Chinese, Japanese and Indonesian the program was targetted at trained teachers of other languages, and native speakers of Asian languages who were also trained teachers of other subjects.

In 1990 the original two sections of the Asian Studies Programme were joined by a third for Japanese Studies. A full four-year undergraduate teaching programme was introduced. It included entry streams for both those who have previously studied Japanese language, and complete beginners, with the result that its annual intake was about 170 students. The programme also included courses in Japanese Studies as well as Japanese language. With the assistance of development grants from the Japan Foundation, Japanese Studies at Murdoch grew to seven permanent staff positions.

Director, Asia Research Centre, Murdoch University   (1991-3)

The Asia Research Centre at Murdoch University was established as a special research centre of the Australian Research Council in 1991 to examine social, political and economic change in contemporary East and Southeast Asia. It was directed ‘to provide analysis which enhanced Australia’s understanding of its Asian environment, and its capacity to deal effectively with the region, particularly in facing the economic challenges posed by the industrialising countries of East and Southeast Asia.’
During 1991-3 the Centre had an annual budget of A$2 mn, roughly half of which was provided through a grant from the Australian Research Council. The additional income was derived from other projects and consultancy work in the public and private sectors.

By 1993 the Centre had eleven research staff, seven administrative staff, and some thirty-two members of staff at Murdoch University whose research was channelled through the Centre. A further five members of staff at other universities were also active in its research projects. It developed a substantial output of publications, including those related to the main project on The New Rich in Asia; organised several conferences and workshops; and had established its own graduate program. By the end of 1993 the Centre had published five Studies on Contemporary Asia, seven Asia Papers, thirty-four working papers, and nine policy papers; and there were  eighteen full-time postgraduate students.

Director, Institute for International Studies, UTS   (1994-2004)  

The Institute for International Studies was established in 1994 in order to assist in the internationalisation of teaching and research at UTS, not least so that graduates would be better educated for the more international environment in which they would have to live and work. A major aim in establishing the Institute was to create a BA in International Studies that would articulate with other undergraduate degrees in a series of combined degrees. To this end the Institute was designed as a regular unit of teaching and research within the university, however, because it had to work with (and to a large extent service) every faculty it was  established independent of any faculty as a school of the university. In 2001 the Institute status was changed to that of a faculty. In 2008 the Institute became part of the new Faculty of Arts and Social Science.
The Institute’s academic interests focussed on the study of comparative social change and cultural diversity, including the teaching of languages other than English. Teaching for the International Studies Program includes a large range of language & culture programs taught mainly at UTS with a smaller number taught through arrangements with other universities; subjects taught by Institute staff at UTS; and programs taught at overseas universities in cooperation with partner institutions. Subjects in all these programs were open to all UTS students (as electives) as well as to students enrolled in the BA in International Studies.

The International Studies Program permitted the BA in International Studies to be combined with 36 UTS undergraduate programs, with combined programs in every faculty. In addition, the Institute established a BA in International Cultural Studies (with the Faculty of Humanities & Social Sciences); a BA in International Business Studies (with the Faculty of Business); and a postgraduate coursework program (Graduate Diploma and MA in International Studies.) In 2001 the Institute established a Research Degrees (PhD and MA by thesis) program in China Studies taught exclusively through the medium of Modern Standard Chinese. Students could also undertake research for a PhD in International Studies, writing in English. 

The International Studies Program had places for up to 250 students a year, and in 2003 there were a total of 1207 students enrolled in one of the undergraduate combined degrees. Additionally 770 domestic and 300 international students were enrolled for subjects in International Studies as electives. In 2003, there were 63 postgraduate coursework students enrolled for either the Graduate Diploma or MA in International Studies. In 2nd semester 2003 the Institute had 32 postgraduate research students. Thirteen of these were Australia-based research students, enrolled for the PhD in International Studies; the remainder were enrolled in the Institute’s Research Program in Chinese Studies.

The Institute established a growing profile for research on comparative social change. Apart from the individual research activities of its staff the Institute organised an annual collective research activity that resulted in a collection of essays on a specific theme derived from two workshops during the academic year: one in June/July when external academics were invited to present papers; and the second in December when Institute staff presented papers. In 2001 it examined Women and Radical Social Change; in 2002 it considered The Death of the Intellectual; in 2003 the topic was The Artist as Social Critic; in 2004 Exiles; and in 2005 Queer Agencies. These actvities resulted in a series of edited volumes, published by Routledge, London, with different members of staff taking turns to lead the annual project. 

In 2001 the Institute took responsibility for the UTS international academic exchange program (UTS International Exchange Students Scheme). It administered all aspects of the University’s exchange program including the scholarship program introduced in 2001. In contrast to the International Studies Program (which was targeted at the non-English speaking world) the International Exchange Students Scheme was primarily concerned with the English-speaking world and English-speaking universities elsewhere. The immediate goals of the UTS International Exchange Students Scheme were to balance incoming and outgoing exchange students, and to expand the number of students on exchange to 500 per semester within five years. The first of these goals was achieved for the first time in 2nd Semester 2002, and the second goal in 1st Semester 2004. In 2006 the Institute’s exchange function was transferred to UTS International..

From the beginning of 1999 the Director of the Institute had the status of a Dean with a seat on the Vice Chancellor’s Committee, and the Academic Management Committee. The Institute’s growth was driven by its student load with 61 full-time and 47 part-time staff by the end of 2004.  

Director, Institute of Social Sciences, University of Sydney (2009-2010)

The Institute of Social Sciences was established to coordinate the activites of the various social scientists across ten faculties at the University of Sydney, to raise the profile of the social sciences, and to encourage research cooperation in and with the social sciences across the university. The restructuring of the University in 2010 led to the decision to close the Institute.
Acting Director, China Studies Centre, University of Sydney (2010-2012)
In 2010 the University decided to establish a China Studies Centre. I served as Acting Director during 2010 and was later appointed to August 2012. The Centre began in 2010 to mobilize its membership, to develop its infrastructure and to establish its processes. For the start of 2012 there were 150 members of the Centre, and 17 academic groups ranging across the faculties. The Executive Committee developed a five year strategic plan based on planning for governance, research, education, executive training, external activities, and capacity development. The Centre identified three key areas for development – in Business, Public Health, and Social Change; established a series of research programs and activities; and prepared three postgraduate degree programs – a Master of China Studies, a Master of China Public Administration, and a PhD in China Studies. During 2011-12 the Centre made a series of Academic and Administrative appointments to support its development, including an Executive Officer, a Development Officer, and administrative staff; professorships in Law, and Business, and lectureships in Modern History, Ancient History, Public Health, and Business.
Academic Director, China Studies Centre, University of Sydney (2012-2014)

The Academic Director of the China Studies Centre was one of its three leadership positions, responsible for academic and research programs.  During my period of tenure I was supported by the Australian Research Council with a fellowship to undertake research on the Sino-Japanese War. My duties as Academic Director were consequently light, not least because I was in China much of the time. I organized two research conferences and participated in Centre activities when I was in Sydney.
Head, China Studies, Xi’an Jiaotong Liverpool University, Suzhou (2014-17)

In 2013 Xi’an Jiaotong Liverpool University decided to establish a China Studies program. The university is an independent joint PRC-UK universities operation under the PRC Ministry of Education. I was invited to assist in the development of their China Studies program which received PRC Ministry of Education approval in March 2014. I was then invited to become Head of the new department and was appointed part-time in that role to 1 July 2015, and full-time thereafter. 
The Department of China Studies has four academic programmes: a BA in China Studies that offers degrees from both XJTLU and the University of Liverpool; a MA in China Studies; a Diploma in China Studies program where students at other universities around the world (in any discipline) may come to Suzhou for a semester or academic year of study; and a Summer School, that runs each July and visits Xi’an and Chengdu, in addition to Suzhou and its surrounds. All four programs offer modules/units/courses for credit. 

The Department of China Studies concentrates its teaching and research on the Humanities and Social Sciences as applied to China. Chinese language is taught by the University’s Language Centre. Options in the China Studies program in Communications are taught by that department. As of September 2017 the Department of China Studies had twelve members of academic staff, and approximately 920 students.

Director, China Studies Centre, University of Sydney (2021- )

At the end of 2002 a university review determined that the China Studies Centre should cease to be a university-level centre and be transferred to the Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences. I was appointed to be Director in August 2021 for two years. The task was to convince the university to maintain the China Studies Centre and the goals were to increase research outcomes, to raise profile, and to ensure greater funding.  
University administration
Deputy Chair, Academic Board, UTS (1997-2004)

As Deputy Chair, Academic Board, UTS I chaired a number of committees and working groups that played a central role in the development of the university.

1997-1999, Chair, Undergraduate Courses Committee, and 2000, Chair, Courses Accreditation Committee. In this role (postgraduate and undergraduate coursework approval and accreditation were combined totally in 2000) I led the development of the university’s course approval and accreditation procedures and documentation.

1999-2000, Chair, Emerging Fields Working Party. The challenge of a changing world of knowledge is one that universities often do not face well. In 1999-2000 I chaired and was part of a small team (advisory to the Vice Chancellor) that considered this matter and delivered a report on Emerging Fields of Knowledge and Professional Practice. The report identified a whole range of practices and new fields of teaching and learning, as well as research, for the university to introduce; and proposed the introduction of a mechanism for the sustained regeneration of university academic activities in the light of external change. As part of its work the team involved in preparation of the report placed considerable emphasis on mobilising interest and support for change across the university.

2000-2001, chair of a working group that produced a report on internationalisation at UTS, which provided the framework for change at UTS, as well as recommendation on specific practices and procedures.  

2001-2004, Chair, Academic Administration Committee, establishing a new structure and committee framework under Academic Board to review and monitor the academic-administration interface.

Deputy (Pro) Vice Chancellor and Vice President, International, UTS (2004 - 2008)

In April 2004 I took up the new position of Pro Vice Chancellor and Vice President, International. The UTS International Division was newly established with line management responsibilities for the International Office, UTS Offshore and the Institute for International Studies. The portfolio includes responsibility for internationalising the curriculum and the university; the internationalisation of research; student and staff exchanges; international student recruitment; sponsored international student schemes and scholarships; an IELTS Testing Centre; relations with UTS Insearch; UTS offshore programs of teaching and learning and other offshore activities; and the university’s international relations. Appointment led during 2004 to the formulation of a UTS International Plan and separately an offshore teaching and learning activities development strategy. As a result the university has dramatically reconfigured its offshore activities and its international relations.
In the middle of 2006 the university reconsidered its international student recruitment activities and the organisation of all its international activities. The Division was reorganised and UTS International established alongside the Institute for International Studies to coordinate all university international administrative activities. UTS International has separate sections for International Relations, International Student Recruitment, Business Development, and Administrative Services. Responsibility for the university’s exchange programs passed from the Institute for International Studies to UTS International. UTS Offshore was also incorporated in UTS International. A new international student recruitment plan was developed. With the beginning of 2007 the appointment’s title became Deputy Vice Chancellor.
In 2008 the Institute for International Studies was incorporated in the then newly established Faculty of Arts and Social Sciences. 

Associate Dean International, Facuty of Arts, University of Sydney

In 2010 I served as Associate Dean, International, of the Faculty of Arts. Main activities involved creating a database of the Faculty’s international activities and devising a Faculty international plan to be incorporated in the emerging Faculty Strategic Plan.
Chair, Research Performance Sub-committee, Xi’an Jiaotong-Liverpool University, Suzhou (2016-7  )

Chair of the University’s Research Performance Sub-committee, repsonsible for devising and implementing a research performance reporting and management system.
Acting Head, International Student Recruitment, Xi’an Jiaotong-Liverpool University, Suzhou (2016-7)

A one-year position during the incumbent’s maternity leave. Responsible for initially ten, later 13 staff. 610 international students. Developed new strategy for university, later implemented.
Vice President, Academic Affairs, Xi’an Jiaotong-Liverpool University, Suzhou (2017-2021)
[Simultaneously Pro-Vice-Chancellor University of Liverpool]
Xi’an Jiaotong-Liverpool University, Suzhou, was established in 2006 as a Joint Venture university parented by University of Liverpool and Xi’an Jiaotong University. By 2013 when I first became involved in its development it had grown to 7,000 students. As of the end of 2020 it had just under 19,000 students and was earmarked to grow to 25,000 students by 2025. The position of Vice President Academic Affairs is equivalent to Deputy Vice Chancellor/ Provost at an Australian university, and had previously been occupied by a member of staff from University of Liverpool and remains in the nomination of that university. 

In September 2017 I was appointed as Vice President Academic Affairs, and was charged with running a reform program to ensure the university’s policies and procedures were fit for purpose for the next decade, in addition to restoring academic administrative order. This role is responsible for 80 percent of the staff employed at the university and all aspects of academic development. The Vice President Academic Affairs is also responsible for half of the university’s annual expenditure.
During my tenure of this position the Academic Structure of the university was completely overhauled; greater emphasis was successfully placed on research in addition to teaching; and there was a major administrative reform programme devised and implemented to ensure appropriate policies and procedures for the operation of a growing and by then quite sizeable university. The key to these developments was the principle of empowering staff to act with responsibility. 35 departments were reorganised into 8 schools and another school was added. In teaching an emphasis was placed on interaction with regional industries, and a new campus established at Taicang as an exemplar of this new approach to teaching as well as research. Spectacular success was achieved through positioning the research of Social Sciences, Engineering, and Computing at the university so that in each case they became ranked in the top ten of Chinese universities, and overall XJTLU moved up in the rankings (QS, THE, AWRU) from about 100th rank of Chinese universities to 31st. The Centre for Academic Affairs (under the Vice President, Academic Affairs) together with the President’s Office took the lead in ensuring the development and implementation of appropriate policies and procedures across the board for the operation of a hybrid joint venture international university. Crucial in the development of a joint venture university is the recognition that internationalisation does not belong to any one country or university, but is a negotiation amongst staff from different backgrounds.

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Current projects
Economic Development and Social Change in Suzhou: Class, Status, and Locality

The project aims to: understand the local interrelationships between social, economic and political capital in the processes of enterprise development in Suzhou; contribute to the discussion of elite formation, particularly focusing on the local level within a single city-district (Suzhou); and identify the factors determining local variations in elite formation and local power structures within Suzhou. In the process, it will also: assess the changing nature of state-society relations in Suzhou; identify the dynamics of local politics in the specific locations where research is being undertaken; and map economic activities in order to be able to understand local market development.     

Almost by definition, entrepreneurs and enterprise development provide the key to changing state-society relations in the People’s Republic of China. Entrepreneurs have either emerged from within the Party-state or been incorporated into it. They are not so much the representative of society in the state-society relationship, as the fulcrum of activity for the state-in-society. Through interviewing entrepreneurs about their work, life and attitudes, the project will investigate economic development and social change in Suzhou.

A most interesting aspect of Suzhou’s development is that there has been the physical relocation of people and economic activities from within the old city into peripheral areas of the city-district. The intensity of movement within a single city-district presents the opportunity to inquire much further than in the past about how translocalism, locality and place identity help shape political culture alongside class and status. To that end the project will focus on three separate urban districts within Suzhou City-district: one in the New Town, one in the Industrial Park, and one in the older part of the city but outside the moat.

The New Rich in Asia
The economic development of East and Southeast Asia during the 1980s has led to considerable individual affluence and the emergence of new social classes. These new social forces are frequently referred to as Asia’s middle classes but the precise meaning of this term, and the consequences for analysis are far from clear. The purpose of this project was not only to identify the new rich of East and Southeast Asia in economic, political, cultural and ideological terms, but also to develop theoretical and comparative frameworks for interpreting these new social formations. Although the European experience of rapid socio-economic change (and the consequences) had been particularly well documented and conceptualised, there had previously been little analysis of East and Southeast Asia. The results of the project were published in a series under the general title of The New Rich in Asia by Routledge, London.

The Taihang Revolutionary Base Area  

An ARC-funded project to examine social change in Southeast Shanxi during the Sino-Japanese War (1937-1945). The project resulted in the authored volume on Social and Political Change in Revolutionary China and five articles in academic journals. In addition a workshop on the development of the base areas of North China during the Sino-Japanese War was organised with financial support from the Chiang Ching-kuo Foundation, Taipei in Sydney during 1996. The workshop was attended by scholars from the USA and Europe, as well as China, Taiwan, Hong Kong, Australia and New Zealand, and resulted in two edited volumes (with different content) one in English, the other in Chinese.

Shanxi Province in Reform

This ARC-funded project examined the negotiation of identity and the development of political communities in the North China province of Shanxi. The project resulted in ten articles or chapters in either edited collections or refereed academic journals. In addition this project led to the bilingual publication of Shanxi in Reform: Everyday Life in a North China Province.

Christianity in Shanxi 

An ARC-supported project that explored the extent of cultural synthesis in the North China province of Shanxi during the Twentieth Century by examining the social development of the rural Christian communities in the south of that province. To date this project has resulted in two articles in refereed academic journals, a chapter in an edited volume, and has contributed to a number of other publications.

Centre for Research on Provincial China

The Centre for Research on Provincial China emerged from a project started by the Institute for International Studies in 1994 to examine the impact of economic reform on social, cultural and political change in each of China’s provinces. For a decade it pioneered the study of China’s provinces through field-work and concentrated on the processes of economic, social, politial and cultural change outside Beijing. The Centre was a joint operation between UNSW and UTS with its fellows drawn from around Australia, China, Taiwan, Hong Kong, Korea, Japan, Europe and the USA. The Centre held an annual provincial workshop in China, and published a series on China’s Provinces in Reform with Routledge, London; and a series of provincial economic handbooks. It also started the academic journal Provincial China.
The Southern Bluefin Tuna Fishery: social and economic impact

This ARC-funded project was a collaborative endeavour with Kate Barclay and colleagues at Kagoshima University. It examined the Southern Bluefin Tuna Fishery as a case study of relations between Japan and Australia. These exist at the level of government relations for fish stock management and regulation; of inter-enterprise relations concerned with fishery and processing; and at the levels of interactions between individual agents and cultural interchange.

China’s Qinghai Province: migration, colonisation and the contest for political space

This ARC-funded project examined the interactions of the various nationalities in Qinghai Province in order to contribute to the debate on the developmental processes of the Chinese state at its social periphery. It resulted in four articles in refereed academic journals, and a number of seminar papers and workshop presentations. Work on this project also led to the organisation of a workshop in Hamburg during May 2003 on China’s new policy towards its western region, that resulted in a special issue of The China Quarterly (June 2004) and the volume China’s Campaign to ‘Open Up the West’ (Cambridge University Press, 2004.)

China’s invisible economic leadership: women in family enterprises
Chinese women are generally regarded as not having been in the leadership of economic reform. In contrast, research on the new rich in North China during the late 1990s suggested that the wives of new entrepreneurs might play significant, though unacknowledged, leadership roles in enterprise development. In particular, it suggested that women often act as business managers and accountants alongside their husbands, especially in family based enterprises first established in the private sector. This ARC-funded project (2004-2006) tested the wider applicability of those findings, and explored the consequences for the development of enterprises, families and local politics through an examination of social and political change in three counties: in Shanxi (Jiaocheng), Hainan (Xiongshan), and Sichuan (Mianyang.) The project produced one PhD student who has now gone on to continuing academic appointment; resulted in one book, and both led to and contributed to several other academic publications.
Local Governance in China

A cooperative project with Professor Barbara Krug (Erasmus University of Rotterdam) and Dr Hans Hendrischke (UNSW) supported by the Dutch Science Council (470,000 Euros for 2004-2008.) The project concentrated on patterns of economic management and political interaction at county level in China. 

Improving birth outcomes in China: consequences and potentials of policy, state and professional interactions. 
A collaboration with Lesley Barclay, Charles Darwin University. It studied the complex relationships between the policy, health systems and birth outcomes in contemporary China where macroeconomic reforms have been accompanied by new evidence of stark and growing disparities in health. Decisions about resource allocation, education of health workers and the introduction of technologies around birth are made within national policies and priorities. These actions are often based on ‘modern’ assumptions and policies are based in ideas accepted as fact without empirical information,. Contemporary health systems in many countries are now re thinking provision of birthing services. Recent technically dominant ‘modern’ assumptions about birth have proved to be problematic. They have ignored both ‘social context’ and consequence of policies both beyond and within the health sector and disparities in health status and care within nations. The project was funded by the ARC for 2004-2006.

The New Rich in China: Future Rulers, Present Lives

China’s reform era has generated new social categories, which even the People’s Republic of China [PRC] is having difficult identifying in terms of the state’s ideological settings. There has been repeated contestation over whether and how the New Rich represent a middle class or one or more new stratum(a), and indeed what these social configurations might represent. Equally, outside China there has been a distinct lack of agreement about the extent to which the New Rich are a new middle class, and the wider consequences of their emergence for the country’s development. Proceeding from an identification of the parameters of both debate and comparative possibilities the project examined the evolution of the different elements of the New Rich, as well as their social and cultural practices. It resulted in a collaborative volume with sixteen collaborators from UTS and around the world that was published in early 2008.

Germany in China: Colonial Interactions, Qingdao 1897-1914

Qingdao, in Shandong Province (East China) was originally developed as a German naval base and colony during 1897-1914 though its colonial history has largely been ignored by later German and Chinese historians and governments. One explanation of this phenomenon may be the unusual policy settings of the German Colonial Office which not only explicitly ruled that Chinese were not to be treated as a colonized peoples, but also emphasised the strength of Chinese civilisation. Re-examining the contemporary record of socio-political interactions between Germans and Chinese in colonial Qingdao was intended to ascertain in the first place, whether and if so how Qingdao was in practice an atypical example of late Nineteenth-early Twentieth Century colonialism, which at least in Germany’s case had a tendency to be considerably more heavy handed in its impact on indigenous peoples. A second aim was to contribute commentary from the experience of colonial Qingdao to the analysis of colonialism, in particular highlighting the consequences when the colonial power does not regard the colonised peoples as in need of civilising. This was a collaborative project with Yixu Lü, Head of German Studies, Institute for International Studies. The project was funded by the ARC for 2005-2007. The project resulted in two books on colonialism in China, and several chapters in edited volumes.
Colonial Cosmopolitanism and Chinese Modernity: German Economic and Cultural Adventurers in China 1870-1937

Geopolitical changes in the last decade have resulted in research that has moved away from emphasising the imperialist aspects of the colonial experience to examining its cosmopolitan aspects. This has also been the case to some extent in China, if less explicitly tied to the theoretical configurations of contemporary Europe and North America, as the roots of China’s current global integration are now being sought in its earlier (once reviled) colonial era. Colonial interventions in China are usually examined in terms of European nation-states or missionary activities. There were though other, particularly German adventurers, who might equally as clearly be seen as agents of colonial change and modernisation. Through examining the involvement of a selection of these individual professionals in China’s modernisation it is intended to achieve three aims:

· to reach for an understanding of the relationship between imperialism and cosmopolitanism in the colonial experience; 

· to determine the extent to which the analysis of colonial cosmopolitanism applies convincingly to the case of interactions between these Germans and their host Chinese society;  

· to reassemble and restore their personal and currently lost histories.     

The project was a collaboration with Dr Yixu Lu, Department of German Studies, University of Sydney, and was funded by the ARC 2008-2011. The project produced one PhD graduation and several publications.
China and Latin America 
A collaborative project to examine the examine the developing relationships between China and the countries of Latin America. The starting point of this project was a paper with Dr Beatriz Carrillo and Dr Minglu Chen presented at a conference in Guadalajara. The paper was publsihed in The Pacific Review. Research in this area led to another paper (published in the Journal of Contemporary China in January 2012) and the idea to hold a workshop in Leeds in May 2011 that brought other interested scholars from around the world. That workshop led to a special issue of the Journal of Current Chinese Affairs on Latin America’s Repsonse to China’s Rise. The project involved others at the University of Sydney, including Dr James Reilly and Dr Adrian Hearn, who are also active in this area.
The New Rich and the State in China: The social basis of local power
The emergence of the new rich in China is likely to have a significant impact on local power structures. Understanding this impact, the processes that caused it and the possible outcomes are the focus of this project. Its basic innovative perspective is that local elites and power relations may be shaped not simply by the interaction between economic activities and political position but also through the influence of families in given localities.  

The project was a collaboration with Dr Beatriz Carrillo and Dr Minglu Chen (University of Sydney) and was funded by the ARC for 2009-2013. Fieldwork was completed in Qingdao, Taiyuan, Lanzhou, Kunming, Zhongshan, and Nanjing.

The project led to a number of papers in academic journals; a special issue of the Journal of Contemporary China (September 2012); and three books – China’s Peasants and Workers (Edward Elgar 2012), Middle Class China (Edward Elgar 2013), and Class in Contemporary China (Polity Press, 2014). 
Reinterpreting the Sino-Japanese War: North China base areas 1939-1940
The CCP experience in China’s War of Resistance to Japan (1937-1945) played a crucial role in the establishment of the People’s Republic of China, and is usually attributed to its ability to develop a resistance movement based on a moderate approach appealing to nationalism and social justice. In at least three counties in North China during 1939-1940 though the CCP seems to have abandoned these attempts and acted in a distinctly more revolutionary manner: overthrowing local government, displacing its former allies, and pursuing a program of class warfare, including the exercise of land reform and the execution of members of the local land-owning ruling classes. This project was designed to discover what happened in the other 182 counties across North China where the CCP was active at this time. The project examined the CCP’s coming to power locally during 1939-1940 in these counties to determine the extent of its revolutionary activity at that time. Its major finding is that contrary to popular belief the CCP first concentarted on establishing itself in positions of local political power, and only then engaged in peasant mobilisation. There were a few exceptions to this rule, where the CCP had been previously locally active and was able to win elections during the late 1930s, but generally speaking as the united front with local nationalists broke down towards 1939/40 the CCP concentrated its efforts (and successfully) on seizing locla power. 

This project resulted in an article in the Journal of Contemporary Studies (2013) and a PhD completion: Liu Qingjun, ‘The Jin-Sui Border Region of the War of Resistance to Japan’. Liu Qingjun was appointed to the Institute of Marxism, Sun Yat-sen University, Guangzhou.
Research on this project was supported by the ARC through a Discovery Project grant for 2012-2015, and the award of a DORA fellowship. 

Economic Growth in China’s West: The social basis of enterprise development
In 1999 the People’s Republic of China [PRC] adopted a strategy to ‘Open Up the West’designed to aid economic development of the regions of Western China which had fallen dramatically behind the growth achieved elsewhere. In the rest of China during the previous three decades local social capital had been a significant factor in enterprise development and economic growth. In particular, research had highlighted the role of family and political networks, which are often intertwined and often dating back to before the establishment of the PRC in 1949. Similar patterns of local social capital formation were thought to underpin enterprise development in many parts of China’s West. At the same time because of the social composition of much of the West and the strategy adopted to develop the region, enterprise development and economic growth might well be assumed to have rested on different patterns of local social capital formation. The West is home to almost all the ethnic minority peoples of the PRC; and the state’s development strategy assumed the need for people, investment funds and technology to be brought into the region from outside.

Through an examination of a number of different localities in the Western provinces of Sichuan, Gansu and Qinghai, the project aimed primarily to:
· understand the local interrelationships between social, economic and political capital in the processes of enterprise development;

· contribute to the discussion of elite formation, particularly focusing on local elites in areas of multiethnicity; and

· identify the factors determining local variations in elite formation and local power structures across the ethnic borderlands of China’s West.

In the process, the project also:
· assessed the changing nature of the state’s reach in the ethnic borderlands of the West;

· identified the dynamics of local politics in the specific locations where research is being undertaken; and

· mapped economic activities in each area under examination in order to be able to understand market development.
Research on this project was supported by the ARC through a Discovery Project grant for 2013-2016. It resulted in several journal articles and book chapters, and a PhD by Joshua Bird on ‘Entrepreneurship and Ethnicity in Northwest China,’ later published under the same name by Routledge.
China’s Changing Administrative Hierarchy

This project analysed how China changes subnational administratvie teritory – establishing and elnarging cities and eliminating others – to develop regional economies, establish power bases, and govern society. Using systematic data on changes to administrative divisions, this project examined how China stratgeically changes subnational terrioty to achieve political, economic and social goals – aligning the territorial space of the state with economy and citizenship. Results from research in four cities provided strategic information for establishing city-to-city partnerships as well as insights for economic development and national security.

The Chinese Communist Party [CCP] was established in the middle of 1921. From the beginning its political agenda focussed necessarily on class and discourses of liberation. Class was important to the CCP as it campaigned and mobilised for change and political power before 1949, and after reaching its initial goal at that time in the following years. How the CCP’s ideas and social reality developed and interacted during this hundred years is the theme of this two-volume work. Volume 1 deals with Revolutionary China to 1978, and Volume 2 the period of Reform China that followed 1978. The research investigates the class and nationalist agendas and appeals of the CCP; the social development of the dominant and middle classes, workers and peasants; and the political consequences.
