Each HREC includes experienced researchers and community members in specific categories:
a) [bookmark: _Hlk197416839]Chair or Deputy Chair – to lead and oversee the decision-making of the HREC.
b) Community members – people with an interest in research who bring a broader community or consumer perspective and who have no affiliation with the University.
c) Professional carers – people with current experience and knowledge in the professional care or treatment of people e.g., a nurse, counsellor, or allied health professional.
d) Pastoral carers – people who perform a pastoral care role in a community e.g., Aboriginal and/or Torres Strait Islander elders or community leaders, chaplains, ministers of religion, or other religious leaders.
e) Lawyers – qualified lawyers, who may or may not be currently practicing and ideally are not engaged to advise the University.
f) Researchers – people with current research experience that is relevant to research proposals considered by the HREC.
g) Other – please provide details e.g., research officer, professional staff with relevant experience, etc.
